Cumulative premia of 10 per cent apply to each of the following:-

- “dirty copy”: smeared or partially illegible photocopies of originals, regardless of whether in .pdf or similar formats or supplied as hard copy;

- hard copy: originals supplied on paper and originals supplied in .pdf or similar formats which cannot be converted readily into electronic copy;

- urgency: where a deadline calls for a throughput volume exceeding  2500 words per business day (Monday to Friday except public holidays);

- A further premium applies by negotiation to editing, localisation and rewriting affecting more than approximately a tenth of the original wordage.

Undue waiting time at clients’ premises is charged at pounds Sterling 70 per hour.

Conditions:-

- Where the original is supplied as hard copy, the rates above apply to word counts in the finished translation;

- All work is subject to purchase orders or equivalent formal, attributive and irrevocable written or electronic instructions.

- I decline further assignments where clients fail to settle invoices within one month (22 business days) of issue.

- I decline personal certificates, identity documents, medical records and similar originals and originals under 2500 words.
