I was involved in setting up programs, lectures, parlor meetings, adult education courses (several of which I taught).  I visited the sick, conducted funerals and attended to the bereaved. On occasion, I was a pastoral counselor. I loved the work and it became part of my life. I authored articles for our bulletin, represented the congregation at public functions and was involved in the clergy council, which brought together all members of the clergy in Belleville. I was called upon to lecture about comparative analysis of child abuse and neglect issues from the twin perspectives of secular law and Jewish tradition.





I must say, without intending to boast, that my inclination and aptitude for the Jewish congregational positions were such that, following an initial meeting, I was hired on the spot by the Violet Park Jewish Center, the Fair Lawn Jewish Center, and Congregation Ahavath Achim of Belleville.I believe that it was my enthusiasm for the work, which I did not consider to be work, that carried the day.
